Welcome to TWEET, a textile community art project that will see hundreds of hand made birds flock to various locations within the south west, engaging and networking community members across the region.  
Contributors to this project are invited to make material birds following the simple, pre-made pattern supplied with this letter. Makers are encouraged to use material cut-offs or new material to sew or hand stitch the birds.  The completed birds should then be sent to, or dropped off at one of the host locations listed below.  
After three months of hatching across the region, the TWEET flock will set flight, nesting in various locations in the south west during 2011.  Our goal is to migrate 500 of these birds by December this year.  There is no limit to how many birds you make or who you send the enclosed pattern to.  Everyone is welcome to make including friends, family & colleagues.

TWEET is a partnership involving five key hosts in the south west region, and facilitated by Southern Grampians/Glenelg PCP and the Moyne/Glenelg Regional Cultural Partnership through the Regional Arts Development Officer. The final outcome of this project includes public exhibitions of the entire flock at five locations across the region to be nominated by the local hosts.
Birds must be finished and delivered by hand, or posted to one of the drop off points by 5.00pm Monday 20 December.
